1. To this end, the following steps were followed:

· They visited the Mayor of Drama and took an interview from the executive who is responsible for the recycling campaign in town
· They will draw posters on RECYCLING and hung them on the walls around the school and neighbouring areas so that the rest of the pupils and even more people become aware of the right ways of recycling
· They will shoot a video on the right items that should / shouldn’t be thrown in the blue bins 
· They are going to visit the Recycling Plant in our town to watch the procedure of collecting recyclable rubbish and turning them into green energy
· They are going to share all that knowledge on June 5, “The International Day of the Environment”, where, among the other events for that day, the pupils will present their project to all parents, as well.


DIFFICULTIES: The main difficulty was the limited time the pupils could spend at home searching information as well as their low acquisition level of English. So, they found all information in Greek and was then translated and simplified in English by their teacher, extending, thus, their vocabulary and knowledge, in both Greek and English.
Moreover, as the project wasn’t anticipated, the visit to the recycling plant cannot be scheduled during these days as it hadn’t been included in the school’s agenda for the first semester.
Anyway, the main message of this project is that we are growing responsible citizens from early age so that our future can be safer!

The main result was that my students have been transformed to responsible citizens, fully aware of the right ways of recycling who continually try to spread that knowledge by informing and advising their classmates and other people, in the area.
