In 2016 many refugees came to Trikala, our town in Greece. Back then, there was a big movement organized by people of our community and many of us offered help by giving clothes, food etc.  In September 2017 and since then our school offers English language lessons voluntarily to both Syrian children and adults. These lessons give them the chance to learn English thus, it makes their communication easier. It also gives them the opportunity to interact with children from our school and make new friends.

Experiencing their eagerness to learn, we soon realized how crucial it is to be offered equal opportunities for education. The SDG goal 4- Quality education- and SDG 10 – Reduced inequalities are the ones we would like to support through our actions. The following are the steps we aspire to follow:
Step 1: We plan to create a “book crossing” public library, which will include books written in different languages (Greek, English and Arabic). This will be the symbol of our project  as it represents knowledge/learning without limitations, free from restrictions like those of race, status etc. It will be our symbol of trust and unity, our hope for education being accessible to everyone.
Step 2: Our younger classmates are creating posters for love and education aiming to spread the word in our town and raise awareness.  They are going to put them up in different parts of the town.
Step 3: A sketchbook, in the form of a diary with the title “One book, One dream, One world”, is going to travel by mail to different schools in Greece, connecting them, raising awareness and communicating our messages.  Our students will be the first to write in this diary expressing their feelings/opinions, wishes and positive thoughts  on the issue of Education and Equal  opportunities. It could be anything from poems to drawings.
Step 4: 1 more sketchbook/ diary is going to “travel” by mail to 32 different countries around the world, visiting schools, uniting us all. The idea is that every time the diary reaches a destination its students will have to communicate with us through Skype. That way we will be able to monitor the books journey and  exchange ideas and opinions on the SDGies we support. We will also create a “One book, One dream, One world” page on facebook and Instagram where everybody will be able to get information and see photos of our diary’s journey.  
Step 5: Invite more educational institutions / teachers in our town to offer lessons voluntarily. Apart from English or Greek we were also thinking about Art, Dance, Music etc.  These are not a luxury, they should be a right!

Difficulties: It is difficult for us to meet due to limited free time. There is also a difficulty in locating the different schools around the world were our “diary” will travel.
