SOS 4 LOVE PROJECT AT ESCUELA NORMAL “JUAN B. ALBERDI”
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 After a very successful introduction and the first week of the SOS4 LOVE project at Escuela Normal Superior en Lenguas Vivas “JUAN BAUTISTA ALBERDI”, students decided to take two main courses of action:
· Getting more in-depth knowledge and later, instructing others in what they already know.
· Cleaning a determined public space in the city of San Miguel de Tucuman and taking the trash to an assigned recycling center.
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The group of students working on the project decided to split up in two halves, intending to be able to take full responsibility to carry out only one of the chores. 
One part of the students involved in the project was in charge of gathering students of the school, introducing them to the topic SDGs and describing them how to help prevent climate change. 
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SOS4Love project volunteers involved four different classes from 1st year, 2nd year, 3rd year and 4th year of High School.  
The talks took place at the school auditorium. The students used the school LCD projector to show the video “Como Evitar el Cambio Climatico MUY RAPIDO” (How to Stop Climate Change VERY FAST) in Spanish. Here is the link of the video they have used:

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The rest of the volunteers decided to clean a spot in the city. The destination to take care of this time was Independence square, the main square of San Miguel de Tucuman, located in the center of town, three blocks away from Escuela Normal building.
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The students picked up litter from the square and divided it into three sections:
· Cigarette butts put into a dry plastic container to be used for eco bricks production.
· Plastic: food wrapping, containers, plastic bags, straws, disposable spoons, etc. found in the street.
· Paper and carton.
All different kinds of materials were subsequently taken to a specific recycling center.
