The Action I have chosen to present is:
 
· An action that students have already completed addressing a local, national or global problem
BACKGROUND:
Sustainable Development Goals also known as the Global goals set by the United Nations to promulgate the idea of making the right choices for a sustainable, improved life for the future generations.

They are not just goals but a way of life that needs to be everyone’s mantra for meaningful living. Ahlcon International School, based in Delhi[India], is blessed to have leaders and visionaries who believe in Global perspective and Indian values. The school had added international dimension to all levels of curriculum hence global outlook and attitudes were already knitted into teaching learning process.     
After introducing the idea of global citizenship, we were thinking what next? We got inspired from the exhibition based on SDGs, put up by the primary and senior department in our school,last year. But we were apprehensive about bringing the SDGs into Preprimary classrooms.
SDGs in PREPRIMARY CLASSROOMS:
That was the spark of idea which led me to base the theme of our Prep Annual Day on SDGs. The first task was to convince my team of teachers that this was something that we could do with the pre-primary children even though they are so young. Initial hesitation gave way to conviction when I showed them the SDG chart and asked them –Aren’t we teaching children not to waste water and food? Aren’t we teaching them at least 8 out of the 17 SDGs. 
This worked as the icebreaker. A week was given to each pair of class teachers to ruminate and select their favourite SDG. In the weekend meeting we all sat together and shared our ideas. 
FIRST FEW STEPS:
It was a huge task to get the children to understand what Sustainable Development Goals meant. Different ways were devised by teachers to make the children understand the meaning of sustainability. Next was introducing them to the different SDGs like Life under water, on land, Gender Equality and what should we do to achieve these goals. It was felt imperative to sensitize the young ones about the state of their planet since they are the future stakeholders.
So,with all the stakeholders on board, the theme for of our Annual Show –‘Spandan2017’ [which means Pulsating Life] was, Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) .
The challenge that inspired our students' heart to take action– The children who are 5 years old were narrated stories, shown real life pictures and videos related to the SDGs that we were going to take up for our Annual Function.


The specific SDGs in the form of plays taken were
1. Life on Land , SDG 15
2. Life below Water, SDG 14
3. Gender Equality, SDG 5
4. Zero Hunger SDG 2& Good Health and Well being SDG 3
5. Peace, justice and strong institutions, SDG 16 
6. All these plays covered Climate Action SDG-13  and Quality Education SDG 4
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The Step of our Idea-Action - We started in the month of July, 2017 and the teachers were encouraged to write scripts keeping the SDGs in mind. All these scripts had brilliant ideas but lacked the theatrical presence and were good for class presentations. I also had to see that they made an organic whole with interconnectivity.Since it was my conception, I gave my input by scripting and stringing together all the plays based on a few SDGs that were easy for pre-primary children to understand. I wanted it to be a musical so I searched for songs and recitals on you tube which would make our plays rich with music and dance and would also engage the children happily.

As it was a completely unique theme , we chose to have a unique invocation too. We chose the song written by Mark Shepard http://www.markshepard.com for Together We Can Change the World, Inc.

The Invocation dance - Together We can Change the World was an appeal made by the tiny tots to everyone present in the auditorium to help them change the world and make it a better place for every living being on this planet to have a beautiful tomorrow.  (Picture – We can change the world)

8 SDGs were taken and presented in 5 plays where the plays were woven with the children’s perspective in mind, highlighting the importance and the immediate need to work on these goals. 

· The first play was based on SDG No. 15 – Life on Land. The play shed light on the way we are destroying our natural environment by building concrete jungles and depleting greenery around us which in turn has ill effects on all living species. It ended on a happy note where the construction of Children’s parks and growing greenery was given more importance than building cemented constructions for luxuries. (Picture 1)

· The next play was based on SDG No. 6 – Clean Water and Sanitation & SDG No. 14 – Life under Water which revolved around the importance of saving marine life and coastal ecosystem from pollution and other harms inflicted by humans. This concluded with the excellent message of ‘every effort counts’. (Picture 2)

· Next came the play on SDG No. 4 – Gender Equality, every person is equal irrespective of their gender. Towards the end, girls point out that they are ahead of the boys not only at home but also at the economic front with an underlying message of giving women their right place, prestige and honour. (Picture 3)

· There are a lot of less fortunate people around us and in this fast paced world we often forget about taking care of our health and wellbeing even after having all the amenities for it. Reiterating this point was a play based on SDG No. 2 – Zero Hunger & SDG No. 3 – Good Health and Well Being, showing the importance of healthy food and not wasting food when there are so many people in different parts of the world who are starving for a single bite of food. · Harmony with nature, with people is very important to keep a balance and move forward in life. Our world is teetering about when it comes to the SDG No. 16 – Peace, Justice & Strong institutions which was portrayed in the final play where people are subjected to war & violence becoming homeless & refugees, struggling to live a peaceful & secure life. The children tried to signify the importance of peace & harmony and acceptance in our society. (Picture 5)

HIGHLIGHTS:
This project involved 172 students aged 4 to 5 years, 25 teachers who gave their heart and soul to the project and it reached out to more than 650 parents who witnessed the show. Their praises poured in generously appreciating the effort of the school and teachers. 
What is more, SDGs have become our mantra for life and teaching learning process. Our dynamic Principal, Mr. Ashok Kumar Pandey , ever supportive Headmistress Ms. Anju Gupta are the two pillars of our strength and eternal positivity.
All the credit for the successful completion of this project goes to my, excellent team of 14 Prep. teachers who worked tirelessly to make it a success.
